                OUTINGS INFORMATION
The logistics of planning and executing outings for a large troop such as Troop 728 is a daunting task for our leaders.  By following our rules and advice, these outings will be made easier for the adults and more fun for the scouts.  The best advice is to abide by the Scout Motto, Be Prepared.

Our first outing is cabin camping at Silver Falls State Park.  Everyone will sleep in a cabin on bunks.  Everyone will need these basics; a sleeping bag, rain gear, eating utensils, a plate or bowl, a cup, hiking boots (waterproof), extra socks, and clothing.  Recommended are a small pillow, sleeping pad and gloves.  In the Scout book, the 10 essentials are listed and should be carried to all outings.  Do to space constraints, some parents may be asked to bring a cot or to sleep in a tent.

We meet at the Oak Hills Church for departure for all outings and usually return to Oak Hills School on Sundays.  Scouts need to bring their gear, their food, their signed permission slip, and $5 to the departure.  The new scouts will be checked to ensure that they have their 10 essentials.  The $5 is collected from all scouts and distributed to the drivers to compensate them for driving.  Adults need to bring their gear including eating utensils and their patience.  Many times, we stop for lunch on Sundays on the way home from outings so scouts should have some money.

Troop 728 goes on two types of outings; outings where the Patrol Method is followed for all activities and outings where the individual scouts and adults are responsible for their own food and cooking.  On outings where the scouts cook and eat in their patrols, all scouts share the cost and responsibility of the food and cooking.  On backpacking outings scouts either cook for themselves or partner with another scout.  Adults have their own “Adult Patrol”.  Adults volunteer to shop and cook meals.  The adults attending the outing share the total cost of the food.  This usually runs from $6 - $10 per outing.  On backpacking outings adults either cook for themselves or partner with another adult.

Each patrol will be assigned a Patrol Box which is used for cooking during car camping activities.  The boxes are usually transported in our troop trailer.  The troop provides the box, a Coleman stove and necessary connections.  Each box usually has some pots and utensils, but the patrols are responsible for providing the pots, utensils, and food.

The troop also provides a number of cleaning stations for cleanup after meals.  The scout leadership should guide the scouts to set up their cleaning station, assigning patrols to boil, and clean up the station.  The scouts should scrape uneaten food into a garbage bag before cleaning their pots, plates, and utensils in the cleaning station.  The adult ASM’s should guide the scouts to ensure the cleaning station is used and maintained.
